We will be pulling out as much Himalayan Balsam as possible this summer to try to arrest the spread of this alien plant. If we can eliminate all the plants for 2-3 consecutive years, we may well win the battle. We do have a few waders and gloves, but please also bring your own boots even if you aren’t planning to go paddling. We will need to have a few people in the river and others on the bank to help tidy away these enormous plants. 

We will be meeting in the car park at the Clifton Road shops and clearing plants at the School and in Emmbrook Walk.

Saturday July 29th at 3pm

A riverside flower walk, followed by an informal picnic. This walk will be along the Riverside Walk section and so please meet at the entrance to Morrison’s supermarket in Woosehill.

Sunday August 20th at 4pm

An evening walk from Woosehill to Limmerhill and Foxhill. To explore a more rural area behind the Woosehill estate.

We will be carrying out a second Kick Sampling session to measure the invertebrates in the early autumn.
